Course Description:

Applies didactic knowledge, psychomotor skills, and laboratory instruction with the realities of
patient care in the hospital and field setting. Includes supervision by a registered nurse, nurse
practitioner, physician, or paramedic preceptor in an environment that represents both an
instructional and evaluative phase of the program focusing on the ambulance and field setting
and the emergency department.

Upon completion of this course, the student can:
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Convert academic knowledge into clinical practice.

Compile sufficient information regarding the emergency to formulate an appropriate plan of
care.

Communicate effectively with the healthcare team, patient, family, and community.
Exercise sufficient judgment and accept responsibility in therapeutic procedures based on
knowledge of anatomy, physiology, pharmacology, and clinical medicine.

Incorporate standard precautions in all aspects of patient assessment and management.
Establish and maintain IV access and fluid therapy.

Establish and maintain patent airway using basic and advanced techniques.

Demonstrate competence during patient care skills through safe practice in the use of
equipment.

Modify therapeutic procedures based on patient's response.
